Preparation and priming

New masonry: Surface water content and pH value must be less than 
12 and 10% respectively. Surfaces should be coated with a suitable
primer.
Previously painted/chalking surfaces: Remove peeling/flaking paint 
by wire brushing or scraping back to a sound edge. Remove surface
chalking by hard brushing with a stiff brush/broom or high-pressure
water blast. Gloss finishes should be sanded to de gloss. Spot prime
bare areas with a suitable primer.
Irregular surfaces: Smooth out irregularities using China Paint
Patching Paste #901 and sand to achieve a required level of surface
smoothness.

Application 
• Ensure the correct primer is applied and completely dry.
• Stir well before use.
•	 Apply by brush, roller or airless spray. Thin up to 20% with water for 
brush/roller application only. Thinning not necessary for airless spray
application.
• Apply 2 coats of Resene MultiSeal (see Data Sheet C40) to an
appropriately prepared and primed surfaces allowing at least 1 hour
dry time between coats.
• Wash application equipment with water immediately after
application.
Maintenance 
(after a minimum of four weeks’ drying)

Use on: Primed masonry, primed concrete, primed brickwork, primed gypsum plasterboard, 
walls and ceilings, repaints.
Gloss level: Matt.
